Believable Action Assignment-20 points

Choose a simple activity and re-create the doing of that activity on stage as you would in real life.  Avoid faking, forcing, or even feeling like you must show us: simply and honestly do.  To make your “scene” more interesting, use your imagination to create an important reason/purpose for doing this activity.
· Do not talk to invisible characters.

· Props should be used.  Do not mime an object.

· Begin with an entrance.

· Actually DO the action and use props.
· End with an exit.

· Do not go to the bathroom, sleep, read, or take a shower.

Examples:  Brush/comb your hair, make a bed, compose a text, pack a suitcase, fold your laundry, make yourself something to eat, or straighten a room.  Make an active choice.

5=Actor enters and exits the space, stays focused, and completes the action believably with great effort and purpose.
4= Actor enters and exits the space, is mostly focused, and completes the action which is mostly believable.
3= Actor does not either enter or exit space, stays somewhat focused, and completes the action which is somewhat believable.
2= Actor does not enter and exit space, loses focus, and completes an action but not in a believable way.
0-1= Actor does not enter and exit space, is not focused, does not complete an action, and is not believable.
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
